HOTEL RESERVATION NOTE
As you begin to make your reservations please be sure to ask for the Group Rooms Coordinator at the hotel. The number I gave you is their direct line. I suggest not to speak with anyone other than that person.

After March 7, the Group Rooms Coordinator and I will meet and go through all of the reservations made. We will work together to place chapters in the room/bed types they request. We will pay close attention to adjoining rooms and do our best to get chapters all on the same floor. However, I know that we may not (but will do our best). Depending on how everything unfolds, we may need to ask chapters to be flexible in their bed types. The good thing, if you are a chapter we ask to make some adjustments to, it will be well in advance of the conference and not a surprise the day you get there. We are hoping to eliminate some of the things that happened last year and be proactive.

The hotel has 286 sleeping rooms, last year we used 190 of them. I am assuming our numbers will be close to the same and maybe even more than last year. They have blocked all of their doubles for our conference. Doubles will go to those with 4 students to a room first. For requests for 3 students in the room, we will most likely assign a King bed with a roll-away/air-mattress if all of the doubles are taken. Keep in mind they only have so many roll-aways/air-mattresses. For requests of 1-2 students in a room a King bed will be assigned. Where we will need advisers to be helpful are those requests for 3.

Advisers and chaperones will get their bed type choice first. Please use reserve when selecting your bed types. For example, if you have a chaperone with you that wouldn't mind sharing a King, GREAT!!! If they MUST have their own bed that is OK too. Just be diligent in selecting.


Where we will need advisers to be helpful are those requests for 3. We want every student to have a bed and really not to have them in a roll-away/air-mattress. (tub, floor, etc.) If we ask chapters to change, we will try to be as even/fair about it as possible.

We consider each bed sleeps 2 - both the doubles and the king.

One example we may request:

6 boys

11 girls

1 quad (4) for the boys and 1 king (2) for the boys

2 quad for the girls (4 and 3) and 2 kings for the girls (2 and 2)

Total of 5 rooms 

96.32 per room ($86+12%) 6 rooms

577.92/ student =33.99

Instead of:

2 quads (3 and 3) for the boys

3 quads (4, 4, 3) for the girls

5 rooms 481.60/student =28.32 

This would open up 2 quads and would only be $5.60 more to the kids. Another advantage, they would have one more bathroom and shower with the 6 rooms versus the 5. 

Overall, we will do our best in being proactive. We want this experience to be the best it can be for the kids, advisers and chaperones. While also being aware that sometimes there may be limitations, especially when traveling/planning with such a large group.
